What grades are able to participate in the Childr
Our galleries are designed to stimulate students as young as early education (Pre-School) and spanning into late ele-
mentary (5th grade). We tailor each presentation and all related activities to match the developmental stages of the
students served.

What does it cost to participate?
The fee for our February Children’s Gallery of Black History is 50¢ per studerdnd $1.00 per adult
The cost to support a 1-day mobile visit to any school or site location is $1.00 per chilcand $2.00 per adult

The funding for our program is limited, is there still a way for my students to participate in the gallery?
With a goal to provide culturally rich history lessons to all students in Washington DC, M.O.M.I.LE’s TLC works
within all budgets.
